
4.  AVAILABILITY OF NEW INSECT REPELLENT.  An improved insect repellent is

now available for issue at the Quartermaster Depot.  This new repellent contains
dimethyl phthalate.  It is colorless, has a very slight, pleasant ordor, will not
stain clothing, and will last from three to four hours.  It is superior to the
repellent containing indalone, which is a brown solution and is effective for only
approximately one hour.  Present stocks of indalone on hand may be used up or
returned to the depot for exchange.
